Administrative Session


1)  ARISS International Meeting, Netherlands, March 2004.  Presenter:  Gaston Bertels

Gaston covered who would be arriving when for this meeting, as well as the status of the hotel bookings. He will be working on transportation from the airport to the hotel, either private cars or public transportation. He will also be working on transportation from the hotel to the meeting place.

Frank suggested that those who have individual cars email this fact to Gaston to help with the planning.

Gaston is arranging for a tour of ESTEC, including the users center that has module mockups.

One of the presentations will be a set of 3-dimensional photographs from onboard the ISS.

2)  Expedition 9 Crew Changes. Presenter: Frank Bauer

 

There have been quite a bit of shifting around of crews, due to a medical concern regarding Bill McArthur. At first individuals were swapped in and out, but Russia and the US decided to keep the teams intact. The new Expedition 9 crewmembers are Mike Fincke and Gennady Padalka. The JSC has worked to get Mike his license, and his call is KE5AIT. Gennady is also now a licensed ham.

Sergej: The crew is not yet certified for operation of the equipment because the official paperwork for the change has not occurred yet, but time has been scheduled for Sergej to familiarize them with the equipment. Sergej will give a more detailed description of crew training at the March meeting.

Sergej noted that experimental ham radio contacts will be conducted during the Soyuz taxi flight, but he has no details about it. Gaston noted the signing of a technical agreement. Sergej asked Gaston to email him the details of the contacts, through Frank if necessary. 

Andre Kuipers has expressed an interest in looking out the SM window at the Netherlands during the school contact

4)   Kenwood Status.  Presenters: Frank Bauer and Sergej Samburov


Frank:  Kenwood is on the air and being used, primarily in voice mode for general contacts and packet operations. It will be used for school contacts after the engineering checkout passes verify correct operations.

Sergej:  Russian engineering checkout passes were conducted, using the voice mode. However, EVA preparations have consumed their time. During the EVA (the evening of Feb. 26) the radio will be disconnected since they will be near the SM ham antennas. They have been asked to photograph the antennas for us.

The Kenwood packet system appears to be working well.

The crew on this Expedition has been overwhelmed, so their time for ham radio has been limited, even in school contacts.


5)   Future Progress launch manifest.  Presenter: Sergej Samburov


Frank:  Until we get three crewmembers onboard, equipment installation and checkout are problematic, so equipment delivery is being delayed.

Sergej:  Have completed a document describing the hardware, its mass and volume, and where it is to be installed. Have decided to train the Expedition 10 crew on the new hardware (SSTV and Yaesu), so equipment will be launched on a Progress that lines up with their stay on the ISS.
